Subject: Safety-of-Use Message (SOUM), SOUM-ATCOM-96-004, Operational, Overload of All Tactical Quiet Generator (TQG) Convenience Receptacles 

Summary: All the TQGs are equipped with a "convenience receptacle". This convenience receptacle is not protected by a fuse or a circuit breaker. The convenience receptacle was rated for 15 amps, 120 volts, 60 Hz which is stated on the data plate above the receptacle. Reports from the field indicate that large loads are being operated from the convenience receptacle, burning out engine and control box wiring harnesses, starting generator set fires and causing TQG(s) to be non-mission capable for significant period of time. 
First, units should not be using the convenience receptacle for drawing their primary loads, as is apparently the case. Second, however, a design review has determined that the convenience receptacle should have no more than 10 amps, 1200 watts of load.
